1.
Apologies were received from Cllrs. Simpson, Hereward, Robinson, Florence and Daniel.
2.
There were no Declarations of Interest or Gifts.
3a
Julian Waring, Regional Fundraising Manager of the Fishermen’s Mission, showed copies of their fundraising book
Sea Salt and Solitude which focusses on North Cornwall fishing communities, and introduced their forthcoming 
book which will be centred on Mevagissey. Production costs will be around £11,000 and he asked the Council for 
support.
3b.
Proposed by Cllr. Facey, Seconded by Cllr. Nathan that agenda item 23 (support for the Fishermen’s Mission) be 
brought forward to just before Planning and Enforcement .

It was noted that there were no members of the public present.


5.
Proposed by Cllr. Morgan, Seconded by Cllr. Shephard that the minutes of the extraordinary meeting held on 13

The Clerk stated that:
· The police website shows 8 crimes reported in December as follows: 2 x criminal damage and arson (investigations complete, no suspects identified on or near Lamorak Close and West Wharf); 2 x violence and sexual offences (under investigation on or near Jetty Street, unable to prosecute suspect on West Wharf); 1 x possession of weapons (under investigation on or near Leatfield); 1 x other crime (under investigation on or near Lamorak Close); 2 x anti-social behaviour (on or near Leatfield and West Wharf);

· The revised Portmellon beach dog ban will be in force during July and August between 10am-6pm daily;

· Work was due to start this week at the point where public footpath #5 meets Galowras Mill, with the construction of a revetted causeway and replacement of the stile with a kissing gate;
· The planned installation of footpath signage had been completed;
· The provision by the Harbour Trustees of a water bottle refilling fountain has been put on hold;
· A letter from the MAC was received thanking the Council for the donation towards a storage container.

7.
The Ward Member presented his report, including that:

· He worked with community volunteers to weed and tidy the Wesley Court / Meadow Street area and continues to chase Ocean Housing to paint the buildings and clear the guttering;

· He is trialling a scheme to have recycling bags and boxes available at the MAC for collection by those unable to travel to the St Austell One Stop Shop on Penwinnick Road;

· He has complained about the scaffolding on Polkirt Hill but Cormac insisted they are unable to take any action, so he has contacted the property agent and awaits their reply;

· He has raised the Council’s concerns regarding the surgery with the NHS and awaits their reply;

· The Highway Authority has issued a licence to plant at land near Willow Carpark, to be undertaken by volunteers and consisting of wildflower planting suitable for supporting pollinators;

· Dates for the Surfers Against Sewage Spring series of beach cleans will be announced shortly and will include a Harbour Clean.

11.
Cllr. Gann provided an update on the Community Land Trust (CLT).  A positive meeting had been held with the Cornwall CLT to visit and discuss viability of sites under consideration.  Output from the Vicarage Hill pre-application (PA19/03049/PREAPP) is expected by the next meeting of the Council.
12.
Cllr. Facey reported that vegetation growth will be cut back by the entrances to the Valley Road public toilets and the soakaway will be cleared.

13.
The Council decided to establish the likely cost savings prior to a decision on whether to close the West Wharf disabled toilet during the winter months.  Bids will be invited for operating the public toilets next year.
14.
Cllr. Whatty reported that he is the new Chair of the Climate Emergency Working Group (Cllr. Nathan continues as Vice-Chair) and will provide a full report at the next meeting of the Council.  Cllr. Facey reported that he is re-wilding around the edge of the Willow car park and will be installing electric charging points later this year.
15.
There was no update on land available for allotments.
16.
Details were finalised for the application for the next phase of the CNP highways scheme (see minute 2019/11/8).  It was noted that the ‘Give Way’ sign on leaving the one-way system by the Valley Road PC had already been re-positioned.
17.
As requested, the Ward Member has approached the NHS regarding the surgery and a substantive reply is awaited.
18.
Proposed by Cllr. Facey, Seconded by Cllr. Shephard that the Feast Week Committee be permitted to supervise the placing of pots of flowers in the war memorial garden during Feast Week, and to ensure that the garden is restored to its original state following their removal.

The Council agreed that the memorial bench on East Wharf, donated by the Parish Council in 1995 to commemorate the 50th anniversary of the ending of the Second World War, should be refurbished in time for VE Day 75 in May.  Estimates will be obtained for approval at the next meeting.
