12.	Proposed by Cllr. Barham, Seconded by Cllr. Prynn that agenda item 18 (Community Highways Improvement Programme) be brought forward so that the Ward Member could contribute prior to his 9pm departure from the meeting.												Carried.

13.	To consider Expressions of Interest for submission to the Community Highways Improvement Programme.
	The Ward Member explained that he could submit one proposal for his Electoral Division, and the Council could submit one for this Parish.

14a.	Cllr. Facey reported that the WG will be meeting to agree the winter maintenance programme, and a request for £2,400 would be on the next agenda for approval.  The West Wharf block will shortly be closed for the winter, except for the accessible unit.

17.	Asset Working Group.  Proposed by Cllr. Barham, Seconded by Cllr. Gann that the estimate received from GCF for the renovation of the recently acquired telephone kiosk in Market Square be accepted, and GCF instructed to proceed.												Carried.

18.	Proposed by Cllr. Prynn, Seconded by Cllr. Barham that the Clerk should apply for a debit card from the Council’s bank.	

19.	Digital Working Group.  Cllr. Prynn provided an update on the requirements for Assertion 10 on next year’s Annual Governance and Accountability Return.   This includes replacing the Council’s website with one which is fully compliant, and the WG assumed responsibility for this.

20.	To consider further the offer from a Lower Well Park resident to fund the provision of a public access defibrillator on their property.   The Chairman will pass the resident’s details to Cllr. Facey who will arrange a visit in company with Cllr. Barham.

21.	To consider a response to the consultation on the Pentewan Valley Parish Council Draft Neighbourhood Development Plan.
