1.	Apologies for absence had been received from Cllrs. J Morgan and K Prynn.  Cllrs. G Barham and J Mustoe (Ward Member) would be arriving late.

2.	There were no Declarations of Interest or Gifts.
	
3.	Public participation.   There were no members of the public present.

4.	Proposed by Cllr. Collins, Seconded by Cllr. Shephard that the minutes of the meeting held on 18 December 2025 be accepted.											Carried.
	The Chairman signed the minutes as a true and accurate record of the meeting.

5.	Proposed by Cllr. Shephard, Seconded by Cllr. Simpson that the minutes of the planning meeting held on 19 December 2025 be accepted.
The Chairman signed the minutes as a true and accurate record of the meeting.

6.	The Clerk reported that:
· He has ordered the grit bin at the junction of School Hill and Kiln Close to be refilled following the recent lorry incident;
· An Expression of Interest (EOI) was submitted under the Highways Improvement Programme for the Pentillie scheme agreed at the last meeting;
· Cornwall Council (CC) parking enforcement have been asked to make random evening visits;
· An intention notice has been received for the closure of Church Street between 2nd to 6th March, 9pm – 6am, for Openreach cabling works.  The one-way system will be suspended during the closure periods;
· CC’s Car Park Order consultation starts this week and ends before this Council’s next meeting, so any response must be agreed now.
7.	The Chairman ruled that CC’s Car Park Order consultation would be considered now.  Cllr. Facey declared an interest and withdrew for this item.  Proposed by Cllr. Gann, Seconded by Cllr. Fillingham that Cornwall Council be asked to consider amending the charge period at the River Street and Church Street car parks to 7am-7pm every day.  Proposal defeated 5 votes to 4.  Proposed by Cllr. Fillingham, Seconded by Cllr. Gann that Cornwall Council be asked to consider amending the charge period at the River Street and Church Street car parks to 9am-6pm every day.  Proposal defeated 5 votes to 4.   It will not therefore be necessary to respond to the consultation.

14b.	Proposed by Cllr. Facey, Seconded by Cllr. Shephard that the amended Terms of Reference (following resolution recorded in minute 2025/12/15e) be approved.							Carried.
	
15.	Cllr. Shephard, reporting for the Asset WG, confirmed that GCF will be carrying out the renovation of the Market Square phone kiosk.

16.	Digital Working Group (Cllr. Prynn).
16a.	To receive a report from the Digital Working Group.  In Cllr. Prynn’s absence, Cllr. Gann reported that three quotes for a replacement website had been obtained, and one is yet to be chosen.  
Proposed by Cllr. Barham, Seconded by Cllr. Gann that the Digital WG will recommend to members its choice of a new website via email and members will agree or disagree via email.  					Carried.
16b.	Proposed by Cllr. Gann, Seconded by Cllr. Barham that spend of up to £200 be approved for consultation fees incurred in getting the SharePoint system working properly.						Carried.
16c.	The Clerk advised that the four policies on the agenda for adoption should be reviewed in turn prior to adoption, but this advice was not taken.

17.	An update on the iron slipway at Portmellon was given following information received from Portmellon Boats.
	Proposed by Cllr. Facey, Seconded by Cllr. Simpson that Portmellon Boats should be informed that although the proposed scheme is not something which the Council can assist with, the Council wishes them good luck and would like to know how they get on with other funding applications; and they should refer to the risk assessment contained within the Coastal Management Plan.								Carried.

18.	To receive an update regarding the offer from a Lower Well Park resident to fund the provision of a public access defibrillator on their property.  Cllrs. Facey and Barham will be visiting the resident soon.

19.	To receive an update on Cornwall Council’s school transport policy and consider further action.  Noah Law had now replied to the letter sent to him on the subject, but had merely parroted CC’s official line on transport policy.
	Cllr. Mustoe reported that he had chased CC’s Cabinet Member for Transport for an update but received no reply.  He will continue to chase him.

20.	To consider a request to dedicate a bench on Chapel Point Lane (deferred from December meeting).  
Proposed by Cllr. Facey, Seconded by Cllr. Shephard that the applicant be permitted to affix a plaque, with wording of their choice, to the middle of the three benches on Chapel Point Lane after they have arranged for its renovation.													Carried.

21.	Repaving around the War Memorial.  Cllr. Barham declared an interest and withdrew for this item.
21a.	Proposed by the Chairman, Seconded by Cllr. Gann  that Standing Order 8a be suspended to allow the reversal of the resolution recorded in minute 2025/12/24.								Carried. 
21b.	Proposed by Cllr. Gann, Seconded by Cllr. Fillingham that Geoff Barham’s estimate to supply and lay paving around the War Memorial be accepted.									Carried.

22.	To consider a response to Cornwall Council’s consultation on PSPO Renewal (Alcohol Consumption in Public Places) 2026.  
Proposed by Cllr. Facey, Seconded by Cllr. Shephard that the current PSPO should be renewed without amendment.													Carried.

23.	To consider a response to Cornwall Council’s survey on bus services.	It was agreed that responses would be left to individual choice.

24.	To consider potential projects for the Cornwall-wide Community Infrastructure Levy that is opening this month.  It was agreed that any available CIL funding should be used towards the devolution package currently under discussion.

25.	To consider a response to CC Highways’ proposal for changes to local parking signage.  Cllr. Facey declared an interest and withdrew for this item.  
Proposed by Cllr. Barham, Seconded by Cllr. Simpson that the Council agrees with the proposed changes.	Carried.

26.	Proposed by Cllr. Simpson, Seconded by Cllr. Prynn that Standing Orders be suspended to allow the meeting to continue beyond three hours.									Carried.

27.	To consider a proposal to ask CC Highways to add School Hill to the road gritting schedule (Cllr. Prynn).
	It was noted that School Hill is the normal route for lorries which are unable to negotiate Sunny Corner, it is the main route to the school, it is the only access between the Cliff Street / Pentillie area and the village centre, and it therefore meets the criteria for gritting.  
Proposed by Cllr. Prynn, Seconded by Cllr. Burdett that CC Highways be asked to add School Hill to the gritting schedule.											Carried.
	
28.	To consider a proposal that the Council should contact the owners of all the sites included on Cornwall Council’s ‘Call for Sites’ to enquire a) if they are aware of the call for sites exercise, and b) would they be interested in discussing how their site could help with providing truly affordable housing for people from Mevagissey Parish (Cllr. Gann).   
Proposed by Cllr. Facey, Seconded by Cllr. Barham that such a letter should be sent to all such landowners (with Cllr. Gann to provide details).									Carried.

29.	To consider a proposal to raise the profile of the Parish Council by compiling a list of what the Council achieved in 2025 to be shared with the public via Facebook, Tower & Spire, new website etc. (Cllr. Gann).  It was agreed that members would email the Clerk with details of anything which they think qualifies for such a list.
